PRESENTATIONS, PETITIONS, AND COMMUNICATIONS

1.) Linda Valentine introduced herself and Violet Miller from the Western Kenosha County Historical
Society. She gave a history of the two (2) major rail lines and the five (5) depot locations, which once dotted
Salem Township. There are none remaining. Years ago, the Trevor Train Depot was auctioned off and moved
to North Lake in Waukesha County. Their rail museum is now closed, but the Trevor Depot still remains.
The Western Kenosha County Historical Society is now in the early stages of investigating the feasibility of
returning this depot to the Town of Salem. She asked the Town Board to approve the following three (3)
items; the placement of the building and a rail car , with the necessary structural supports to the Miller Park
grounds. To waive any fees required for local permits, and an official letter from the Town of Salem to waive
similar fees to present to various, future, township and county meetings through which the building may
travel on it’s route.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Meier to allow placement of the depot at Miller Park
and waive the permit fees, contingent on going through the Park Commission for their recommendation.

2.) Mike Wagner, 23911 126" Place in Cepek’s Cross Lake Subdivision requested that street lights be placed
at 125" St, 126" St. and 126" PI. due to an increase in criminal activities. These activities include burglary,
parties in wooded are, underage drinking, vandalism, trash, and excessive noise. He presented a petition
signed by area residents for the placement of the lights.

This will be sent to the Town’s engineers to look at and bring back a recommendation.

3.) Citizens Comments:

Mark Van Weglden of Green Valley Disposal asked the Town Board’s opinion regarding notices being
posted on the recycle bins of violators of the recycling rules. He stressed the notice was more to educate
people as to why the recyclables couldn’t be taken and not to punish.

Discussion followed and the Board agreed the notices to educate people were a good idea.

Gerald Mengo, 25900 89" Place Falcon Heights, stated he knew there was a dry hydrant problem in their
subdivision. The retention basin problem has been going on for some time. From the association’s
standpoint, they don’t know where this is going. Is this an association expense or developer’s expense. He
hopes there is a good resolution.

KathyRomanak, 25809 89" Place told the Board that the association was never informed that there were
problems with the retention basin. When Mr. Zanow was asked, he said that the hydrant had passed. He
mislead to put the cost on the association.

Scott Poole, 23904 125" St. wants to second Mr. Wagner and support what he is saying about the need for the
street lights, which he thinks will help. He moved from Lake Villa and after only three (3) months here, his
home was vandalized.

Rick Roscizewski, 8902 257" Ave., reiterated what others have said about the dry hydrants. He finds it
shocking that the dry hydrant problem has been going on as long as it has and then to find out that they aren’t
even operational. He bought into the Falcon Heights community on the premise that they were working.
Bryan Schroeder, 23806 125™ St., also supports the street lighting in his area. His mailbox has been damaged
and there are often beer bottles strewn in his yard.

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
1.) Nothing to report. There was no December meeting.

NEW TOWN BUSINESS (This item moved up on the agenda)



1.) Len Roecker from R.A. Smith Engineering told those in attendance a brief history and timeline of the
retention basins in Falcon Heights Subdivision. Two (2) of the hydrants have been found to not be functioning
properly. This was given to the developer, Rick Zanow, to determine why. Recent testing has revealed a
milky sediment layer indicating the ponds are chocked with sediment. This is their sole function is to collect
sediment.

A meeting was held in August of 2007 with the developer to discuss problems in Falcon Heights. This is still
and outstanding item and he chose not to correct the deficiency. The Town is now left with fixing the
problem and billing back the costs to the responsible parties. Often, he stressed, homeowners don’t realize the
responsibilities. They need to encourage sufficient funds to dredge these ponds.

Jeannie Roscizewski, 8902 257" Ave., questioned why the homeowners haven’t been notified.

Mary Domingo, 89" PI., stated that the subdivision had been turned over to the homeowners without the
problems being corrected.

Thtﬁresa Perez stated the first time they were notified was December 20™ with action to be taken on January
15"

Attorney Scholze stated that the registered owner of the subdivision showed Mr. Zanow for the homeowners
association. The plot showed the homeowners responsible.

Rick Zanow stated that he just found out about this agenda item this morning. His attorney is out of town at
this time. He went on to state that the pond bottom is only about 100 square feet. Inspections were to be
made by the town. He stated that Dale Slater informed him that the hydrants were never tested. Nobody went
out to check them in 2006. There is also no design ordinance to put these hydrants in. He feels it’s a poor
design and has written letters to the town regarding this.

Discussion followed.

This item will be tabled until the February 11, 2008 meeting, after the pond can be pumped down.

MOTION BY Supervisor Weidman, second by Supervisor Faber to pump down the northwest pond, with the
town paying for the costs of the pumping.

Public Safety officer Cooper informed the board that there have been problems with the parking in
Wilmot and specifically at Mars Trading Post. There isn’t anywhere to park. Marlene Engstrom’s vehicle
was on 306" Ct and “C”. She moved the vehicle when asked, but three (3) other vehicles, whose owners
weren’t found, were ticketed. The side streets aren’t wide enough in the Town of Wilmot. He suggested
possible alternate day parking. Discussion followed. The board instructed Josh Cooper and Mike Murdock
to take a look at this problem for further suggestions.

Vickie Morse 12521 Rock Lake Road questioned why she was ticketed. She said that she had been parking
there for years to which Chairman Tesar informed her that shouldn’t have been parking there.
