PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Tesar led the Pledge of Allegiance.

OPEN MEETING COMPLIANCE CHECK

The agenda was posted by 3:00 p.m. on Friday, January 9, 2008 at the Town Hall Municipal Building, Salem Post Office, Camp Lake Post Office, Wilmot Post Office, and the Trevor Post Office.  It was also posted on the Town’s website.


CITIZEN’S INITIATED BUSINESS

1.)  Citizens Comments:  
Tim Vanderhoef, 24815 82nd Street, stated that he had been in contact with the DOT and there was still no barricade on 82nd Street.  He requested that the placement of a barricade be investigated by the Town.

2.)  Tim Vanderhoef, 24815 82nd Street, came to the board requesting that the Town engineer investigate and determine where excess water is coming from and going into Hooker Lake.  

Chairman Tesar told those in attendance that the Hooker Lake Association met with the DOT and DNR, at the Town Hall, with influx of water questions and whether it was due to the Highway 83 infrastructure.

Mr. Vanderhoef state that both the DNR and DOT are “standing mum” and pointing fingers at each other regarding this continuing problem.  He asked the Town Board to do as much as possible to get the Storm Water Utility up and going.  There are lots of roads with water running over them and the Town needs to look at this.  Kurt Flural said that the DOT is doing an independent study with their engineers.  
Further discussion followed.
Mr. Vanderhoef stated that it is the opinion of those who live on 81st Street that the problem is the swale.  Central High School roads and everything in that area drain into Hooker Lake.  He is asking for assistance in determining where the water is coming from.
3.)  Chairman Tesar informed those in attendance that she had talked to Mrs. Lucassen regarding the December 8th meeting.  They felt that they should have the opportunity to present their side of a dispute, regarding the running of ATV’s on their property, as they weren’t informed that there was a complaint against them.
Marilee Lucassen, 27006 89th Street, stated they were in attendance tonight to give their side of a discussion, which was held at the December 8th board meeting.  Mrs. Lucassen and her husband listened to a recording of the meeting and feel that there were inaccuracies in what was presented during the meeting.  She felt that they were unfairly portrayed and that some of the things board members stated could be construed as defamation of character.
Her letter was read into the record. (attached)

Supervisor Faber stated that there have been thirty-one (31) complaints filed with the sheriff’s department since 1997.

Mrs. Lucassen responded that they didn’t even own the property in 1997.

Supervisor O’Connell pointed out that there were 4 complaints in 2008 and the sheriff’s department isn’t coming out because the Lucassen’s were being “good neighbors”.  He suggested that all neighbors work together to work at some type of resolution to this alleged problem.

Discussion followed with no action being taken.  Chairman Tesar indicated to all parties involved that she would be more than happy to meet with all parties and act as a mediator toward an equitable resolution.
4.)  A Notice of Claim for damages was filed with the Town Clerk Ernest by Dan and Marcia Schlagenhaft, 25510 Runyard Way for damage done to their mailbox by a snow plow.  They are asking for replacement costs in the amount of $89.97, plus tax and installation.  The tax and installation were not specified on the claim.
Highway Department head Murdock told the board that the policy has been to buy a standard mailbox as a replacement to those damaged.  Anything beyond that then we would be replacing and buying for everyone.
Administrator Pat Casey recommended to the board that we follow the Town’s current policy.  We have a policy in place by default.
Attorney Scholze added that the board has established policy by past practice.
