2008 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET
She asked for comments and/or questions regarding the proposed budget.

Supervisor O’Connell stated he felt Page 8 under Conservation and Development needed clarification.  He told those in attendance that this is for a glassed sign for outside to post notices.

Supervisor Faber also explained that the Public Safety line items also include the Water Patrol.

Jim Cross 11247 124th Ave., questioned the percent (%) changes in the budget and how the figures were arrived at.  He stated that they don’t seem to be calculated correctly.
Treasurer Lamb told him that there is nothing in the contingency this year.

He again wanted an explanation of why/how we showed the percent (%) change.

Attorney Scholze explained that state statutes require showing a percent (%) change.
The 2007 mill rate was$ 2.58.  The mill rate for the 2008 fiscal year budget is $2.28.  The governor set the levy at 3.86.  The Town of Salem is at $3.65.

There was also a question about the purchase of a new vehicle, yet on page 7, it shows a fuel drop.  Highway Supervisor Mike Murdock explained that some journal entries for the fourth (4th) quarter haven’t been done yet.  Fuel cost increases have been taken into consideration.

There were no further comments.
