5.)  Developer’s Balances.
Land Use Coordinator Zautcke reported that one of the developers who owed a large amount did come in and pay a large portion of the amount owed, but he is still questioning some of the bills.
PARK COMMISSION 

1.)  A request for final approval of the design plan for Town of Salem Community Park was presented.  Chairman Tesar stated that a meeting was held at 5:00 p.m. this evening for a final review of the plans.  The Park Commission did do a couple of design changes.  The Park Commission then approved the design.
Discussion of the design was discussed.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to approve the design as it has been laid out by the Park Commission for the active sports area.

NEW TOWN BUSINESS

1.) .)  Gail Peckler-Dziki came to the board to request the adoption of a Town Ethics Ordinance.  She stated that we don’t have one despite our size and feels it would be a good idea to have one.  She brought information regarding Randall’s ordinance when she was covering their meetings.  

Attorney Scholze stated he didn’t have copies of Randall’s to review, but did have a sample ordinance from the WI Towns Association and in reviewing the provisions of Section 19.59 of the State Statutes and it appears that the statutes already impose ethical obligations on local government.  It allows the creation of a committee to address these ethical concerns as they arise.  The Town’s Association model may be more than the Town needs.

Discussion followed of ordinances and the forming of a commission and their duties.
Attorney Scholze advise that if the Town Board is going to look at this seriously, that they decide who is going to be covered by this ordinance.  Whether they are elected officials, appointed officials, or employees.  If you would decide to do some kind of disclosure, then consider how that information is going to be protected.

This item was tabled until the board has a chance to look into it further.

2.)  There have been problems with the grass clippings and brush dumping at the Salem Town Hall.  The Town has had excessive dumping of the bins this year which may/may not be attributed to landscape contractor’s dumping that are doing work for Town residents.

Ideas to resolve the problems were presented and discussion followed.  

Tim Vanderhoef, 24815 82nd St., expressed his concerns about this issue.  He came to this meeting specifically because of this issue.  He stated since he works, his yard work is done on the weekends.  The best time for him to come is Sunday evenings.  He also finds it hard to dump because of the height of the bins.  We all use it and he hopes that the Town doesn’t get rid of it.

Further discussion followed.

Dennis will get some prices on fencing and signage and bring it back to the board next month.
3.)  A request by Western Kenosha County Historical Society to be reimbursed for an air conditioning unit, in the amount of $2890 for the Historical Society Building located at 25905 114th Street, Trevor was received.  In reviewing with our attorney, this is in the lease agreement with the Historical Society.
MOTION BY Supervisor O’Connell, second by Supervisor Meier to approve the reimbursement for the air conditioning unit in the amount of $2,890, as presented.

4.)  A request by the Western Kenosha County Historical Society that Building Permit No. 20080254 fee of $65 be waived for them was received.  This permit was paid for by Reliable Heating & Air Conditioning.
Discussion.  No action was taken on this.  It was the consensus of the board to leave this as it is and possibly look at this.
5.)  Discussion on various other repairs to the building being leased by the Western Kenosha County Historical Society was placed on the agenda because of Historical Society concerns relative to these repairs.  This will be discussed at the Park meeting.
6.)  A request from the Twin Lakes Area Senior Citizens and Walk for Seniors Services donations was received.  The board approved a donation last year of $100 for Senior Services and $200 for the Twin Lakes Seniors.
Attorney Scholze advised that the board has the authority to donate if the recipient of the donation provides a civic function.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber to donate $100 for the Walk for Senior Services and $200 for the Twin Lakes Area Senior Citizens.
Discussion about the differences in the amounts followed.

OLD TOWN BUSINESS
1.)  Nothing to report.
PRESENTATIONS, PETITIONS, AND COMMUNICATIONS

1.)  Citizens Comments:   
Virginia Winker, 24709 82nd Street, asked why the meeting notice wasn’t in the Kenosha News today.  Chairman Tesar explained that we don’t put it in the Kenosha News and it’s up to them whether they put it in.  
Relative to the fire and equipment building that the Town wants to build, she stated that she feels it really should wait until we have a Town manager in here.  When we were looking at the costs, the Town was counting on new homes.  There was one new home sold in Salem last month.  The economy is terrible and people are losing their jobs and everyday in the paper there are foreclosures.  We need storm sewers, a new building, and a new administrator and all of this is going to cost money.
Linda Valentine questioned whether we are only talking about a Town Administrator and not a Town Manager.
She doesn’t feel and administrator will over step the board’s authority and doesn’t feel that it should wait until one comes in.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS, ACTIONS, AND EXPENDITURE REQUESTS
HIGHWAY
1.)  A workshop was held at 6:00 this evening on the proposed highway/fire department facility.  Chairman Tesar stated that we are moving forward with this and isn’t something we want to put on hold.  We will be having discussions with our financial advisors on funding this before moving further.

1.)  Nothing to report.

BUILDING AND ZONING
1.)  Nothing to report.

JUDICIAL
1.)  Judge Mike Langel presented options for adjudication of overdue parking violation citations to the board.  We have some that have gotten to the point that they aren’t going to pay them.  The next step, which he wanted the board to be aware of, is to send these to the DMV.  They have a program where we pay them $5.00 and send them the ticket.  Prior to doing this, we have to send the violator two (2) notices of nonpayment.  After it is sent to the DMV, the violator will lose the registration on the vehicle, won’t be able to register, re-register, or obtain a replacement plate for any other vehicles, and can’t transfer registration.
Discussion.
PUBLIC SAFETY
1.)  Public Safety Officer Cooper is finding that more and more homes in foreclosure, then the letters he’s sending out are being sent to banks.  The grass isn’t being cut and the properties aren’t being maintained and are an eyesore.  The only recourse is to fine them, but they have to be personally served.  The properties have out of state property owners.  We can’t go onto these properties nor order that they be maintained by an outside party.
On a question from Supervisor Meier as to whether it could be put on the tax roles.  Attorney Scholze advised that if the property owner is served, and the court gives a default judgment, then the judgment can be docketed and it becomes a lien on the real estate.  Part of the problem on the properties is getting these people served.

Discussion followed.
Officer Cooper was advised to continue doing what he is doing by contacting these people and the best he can do.
2.)  Safety Officer Cooper gave a report of the speed results on CTH AH between CTH SA and CTH B.  The speed limit there is 55 mph.  Twenty –seven point six percent (27.6%) were recorded under the speed limit.  There were thirty-one (31) vehicles total that were over a speed of 50mph and nine (9) vehicles over sixty-one (61) mph.
The second page of the report is the curb which is posted at thirty-five (35) mph.  Thirty-five percent (35%) of the vehicles were within the 35 mph range.  People going over the speed limit is almost the same as the first page of the report.
Discussion followed.

3.)  A request by Bill Barhyte, dba Barhyte Excavating, that the board reconsiders previous action and allow parking of his equipment in a previously allowed are along 258th Court, Trevor was presented.

Mr. Barhyte stated he has parked his equipment for years and has maintained it.  He feels he should be able to continue to park.
Discussion followed on enforcing ordinances within the Town and the possibility of an agreement with the railroad, and retail/commercial business parking.
Attorney Scholze advised that the Town’s ordinance provides that unless it is marked otherwise, there is no parking permitted on any Town roads.  We are only enforcing our existing ordinance.
Further discussion.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to allow Mr. Barhyte thirty (30) days to find other parking.

1.)  A request for a six month extension for Salem Hills 1st Addition Preliminary Plat Approval. Tax Parcel #65-4-120-054-0320 for informational purposes only, this property is located on the north side of STH ‘50’ east of CTH ‘B’ 1600 feet, was presented.  The Planning Commission voted to grant the request, 4-0.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Meier to approve the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning and grant the six month extension for Salem Hills 1st Addition Preliminary Plat.

2.)  A request for a conditional use permit for Inland Dredge Co., Inc. (Wilmot Ski Hill).  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the east side of CTH ‘W’’ south of CTH ‘C’ 3500 feet was presented.  They are requesting a conditional use permit for the dredging of ponds.  The Planning Commission voted to approve the Conditional use permit subject to the requirements recommended in the letter dated April 24, 2008 from Heidi Hopkins Water Management Specialist of the Department of Natural Resources, 4-0.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to approve the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning and grant a conditional use permit for the dredging of ponds, subject to the requirements recommended in the letter dated April 24, 2008 from Heidi Hopkins Water Management Specialist of the Department of Natural Resources.
Dennis Coles explained the process and why they need to dredge the ponds.

3.)  Chapter XI of a Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County:  2035 “Transportation Element” was presented.
The Planning Commission voted to pass this on to the Town Board with the recommendation of the word “Support” in Support the development of the KRM commuter rail, be changed to “Consider”, 4-0. 
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Meier to approve the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning and approve with the word “Support” in Support the development of the KRM commuter rail, be changed to “Consider”.
Land Use Administrator Zautcke explained the reason for changing the wording.

4.) Discussion and possible action on a conditional use permit to allow for a portable hot dog stand on parcel # 65-4-120-104-0645, on the northeast corner of STH ‘83’ and 83rd Street. 
Land Use Administrator Zautcke explained that this should be a “temporary use” rather than conditional.  This is covered by Chapter 12 of our local ordinance. This would fall under licenses and permits, which we don’t send to Kenosha County for approval.  Currently the ordinance doesn’t allow for this unless they are a non-profit organization.  Chapter 12 is under the Clerk’s agenda item for the board to review.
Chairman Tesar stated she will move Item #3 under Clerk’s Report and address it at this time.
Discussion of conditional and temporary uses, and the hot dog wagon were discussed.
Attorney Scholze advised that this changes two (2) things in the ordinance.  This would eliminate a license for vending machines and also permit the food wagons if the person pays the $50 fee and gets a permit.
