.PRESENTATIONS, PETITIONS, AND COMMUNICATIONS

1.)  Tim Vanderhoef, 24815 82nd Street, informed the board about problems with boats and jet skis cutting in between him and in front of other boats.  He stated that and older gentleman on a red Skidoo, living on the south side of the lake is one of the perpetrators

Safety Office Cooper stated that he would put extra patrol on Hooker Lake.  He also recommended getting the boat’s registration number and filing a complaint with him.
NEW TOWN BUSINESS

1.)  A written request from Salem Mound Cemetery Association on transferring the cemetery to the Town of Salem was received by the Town Board.

Attorney Scholze advised that if the cemetery association abandons the cemetery, it comes back to the Town according to State Statute…whether the Town wants it or not.  
Wendall Schenning gave the board notice and stated that the cemetery will be out of money by the end of 2009.

Attorney Scholze suggested that the Town contract with the cemetery association and provide funding.

Mr. Schenning also commented on the wonderful job Mike Murdock and his Highway Department  are doing to help keep things nice.

Discussion.

The Town Board will work with the cemetery association and review this next year.

2.)  Supervisor Faber informed the Board as part of a grant, the WI Waterways Commission paid for half of the CCLRD’s equipment.  They submitted an application through the DNR and the WI Waterways Board approved it.  The WI Waterways is strapped for money and has cut back on funding.  They are suggesting that communities with boat launches and equipment consider charging fees for use of the boat landings.

Discussion followed.

BUILDING AND ZONING
1.)  A request from James and Amy Moats 12038 231ST Ave. Trevor, to have the impact fee refunded for a home they tore down and rebuilding was discussed.

Mr. Moats informed the Board that they would be increasing the value of their home, which will be benefiting the Town’s revenues through the tax fee.

Building Inspector Rowland stated that this is part of the new park impact fee.
Attorney Scholze suggested allowing him to take a look at the ordinance before making a decision.

2.)  There was discussion on the status of improvements of property that was to be razed at 26833 106th Street, Ray Miller.  From the August 2007 Regular Board meeting minutes, Building Inspector Rowland provided the following information to the board:  Building Inspector Jack Rowland has looked at the status of the home of Ray Miller, that was possibly going to be razed, at 26833 106th Street.  He stated that the house is pretty much completed and looks much better than it has.
No further action was needed on this issue.





Building Inspector Rowland informed the Board that this home still isn’t completed but statutorily he doesn’t believe the Town has the authority to tear it down because it is not less than 50% of the appraised value.
He will send the owners a letter and this will be tabled.
Linda Valentine stated that she is not interested in people losing the house.  She has concerns because the house is subject to vandalism.  It seems that people wait until just before a meeting to get things fixed.
