4.)  Clerk Ernest requested permission to pursue the lease of voting equipment for the 2008 election year.  With the uncertainty of H.R. Bill 811, it would be in the best interest of the town to lease the equipment rather than purchasing and later finding it to be obsolete.

PRESENTATIONS, PETITIONS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
1.)  Gerry Kreiger gave a history of his previous failed proposal to the town.  The new proposal would have Mr. Kreiger’s neighbor to the north, Tom Maleck, who has two (2) lots, to sell 10 feet to Mr. Keiger.  This would add 10 feet to Mr. Kreiger’s property and he would move over 10 feet and would like to trade the town 10 feet.  
Mr. Kreiger’s attorney is seeking DNR approval. There was further discussion regarding DNR approval.  Supervisor Faber has been in contact with Jim Richey at the DNR.  It would involve submitting a letter to the DNR a summary of the plan.  
Supervisor O’Connell stated he is all for this trade.  He did have concerns that it originally was a fire lane.
Further discussion.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Faber, to follow through with this proposal and give this to the electorates for a decision.

2.)  Walter Glowicki, 21734 118th Street Bristol, on Lake Shangri-la, found a property line dispute with an undeveloped road right of way with the Town of Salem.  Kenosha Co. GIS map shows that Mr. Glowicki doesn’t have actual lake frontage, but the original 1941 plat legally divided the property.  He also has been assessed for lakefront property.
Attorney Scholze advised the board that they don’t need to take action or take action so no claim is made for anything other than what is on the 1941 plat.

PUBLIC SAFETY

1.)  Safety Officer Cooper requested permission to purchase a new water patrol boat.  He received a quote of $9,500 on aluminum Polar Craft Mercury with trailer.  The current big boat that the town owns is impractical and he would receive a trade of $3,800.  This will also be depreciated over five (5) years by the DNR.  There is $4,000 left in this budget year and then the balance of $1,700 would be expended out of the 2008 fiscal year budget.  There would be two (2) depreciations instead of one.

5.)  Attorney John Bjelajac requested permission to obtain, through condemnation proceedings if necessary, a sanitary sewer easement from Ronald and Margaret Mark on their property located in the vicinity of the northwest corner of 110th Street and 264th Avenue in the Town of Salem, such property having a tax parcel # 66-4-120-281-2501.  He stated he will not take immediate condemnation steps, but would like permission to obtain the easement.

MOTION BY Supervisor O’Connell, second by Supervisor Meier, to authorize Attorney Belajac to obtain easements.

MOTION CARRIED
6.)  Attorney John Bjelajac requested permission to obtain, through condemnation proceedings if necessary, a sanitary sewer easement from Eva Payne and Gregory Kazmierczak on their property that has a western boundary located along 264th Avenue and an eastern boundary along 256th Avenue in the Town of Salem, such property having a tax parcel # 66-4-120-272-0100. He stated he will not take immediate condemnation steps, but would like permission to obtain the easement.

7.)  Engineer Chris Kaempfer informed the board that there are currently three (3) projects to be funded through the Clean Water Fund.  There has been a delay on our ability to close on these because of the delay in the State budget.  He expects to be able to close in 2008, but additional interim borrowing for the Utility District may be a possibility.  There are built in contingencies.  The town doesn’t need to act on this at this time.
8.)  Mr. & Mr. Joseph Misicka property located at 12212 259th Ave. in Trevor, had their claim for damages denied by the Town’s insurance carrier. These damages were caused by the August 19th heavy rains.  Attorney Belajac advised the board that they should deny the claims.  This will allow them to sue and then send back to the insurance company.  He also expressed concerns regarding the wording in the letter sent by the insurance company.  It gave the impression that the Town isn’t covered for sewer damages.  He will follow up on this and be sure that we are covered.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Weidman, to deny the Misicka claim for damages.

9.)  Mr. & Mrs. Andrew Phillips property located at 12219 259th Ave. in Trevor, had their claim for damages denied by the Town’s insurance carrier. This will allow them to sue and then send back to the insurance company.
Mr. Phillips stated that he felt the town’s system wasn’t holding.  Paddock Lake and other municipalities didn’t have this problem.

This property has been sold and work is being done, so this will be tabled and the town will monitor the progress.
2.)  Attorney Scholze presented the proposed Storm Water Drainage Ordinance.  Ordinance No. 07-11-12, an ordinance creating Section 14.03(8) to the Town of Salem Code of Ordinances and amending Section 14.04.1 of the Town of Salem Code of Ordinances regarding building permit requirements.
He said that with new home construction in existing subdivisions, very often the existing lots end up with drainage problems because of new construction.  This Ordinance would require that someone building must submit a plan to address how they will be draining.  This would allow the town to look at this in advance and have engineer Len Roecker review the plans.  If there is a master plan for building, than the building department can waiver the requirements.
