PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Chairman Tesar led the Pledge of Allegiance.

OPEN MEETING COMPLIANCE CHECK

The agenda was posted by 3:00 p.m. on Friday, February 6, 2008 at the Town Hall Municipal Building, Salem Post Office, Camp Lake Post Office, Wilmot Post Office, and the Trevor Post Office.  It was also posted on the Town’s website.


CITIZEN’S INITIATED BUSINESS

1.)  Citizens Comments:  
Chad Kerkman,  40255 105th Street Genoa City and candidate for Circuit Court Judge Branch 8, gave a brief description of his back ground and experience.

Linda Valentine stated she attended the meeting at the County regarding the municipal wells.  At that meeting 

they said they would talk to elected officials.  If the Town Board didn’t know about this, then the board should find out why and check with SWRPC.
Supervisor Weidman indicated that she had attended the meeting and are proposing seven (7) wells.  They were very vague on information.
Land Use Administrator, Brad Zautcke, stated that it’s just a plan and there has been no area designated for wells.

Further discussion.
2.)  A claim for mailbox damage from Dan and Marcia Schlagenhaft, 25510 Runyard Way, was presented at the January meeting.  The board at that time denied their request to be reimbursed for their mailbox based on the Town’s current policy.   
Marcia Schlagenhaft requested that the board reconsider their denial.  She came to plead her request due to not being informed about the previous meeting.  She feels this should be done the right way, what is fair, not necessarily the cost.  
Discussion followed regarding the recent change made in policy to allow for a $25 gift card and the resident replaces it from buying a $10 mailbox and the Town replacing it.  Upon questioning from Ms. Schlagenhaft regarding the policy if a snow plow hit a vehicle, she was told that major damage would be referred to the Town’s insurance company.

Attorney Scholze stated that the Town could charge the cost to the homeowners association or assess homeowners for the cost.  

Discussion followed.  Mike Murdock will get the costs to Mr. Troyer and Mr. Troyer will bring this back to the board when they are ready to proceed.

1.)  A Highway Department request to install a guard rail at the channel leading into Camp Lake Oaks subdivision was presented. Highway Superintendent Mike Murdock, received three (3) quotes.  Century Fence 825 Ft. $15,528 $22.45 per foot.  Werner Bros. Inc. 900 Ft. $15,300 $17.00 per foot. The Kuehne Company 800 Ft $13,200 $16.50 per foot.  He recommended that the board accept the quote from Werner Bros. as they did do an on sight quote.  Funding would come out of road maintenance.

Supervisor Faber stated that this is near a drainage channel.  Trees near the channel were removed because of beaver damage.  This guard rail would be installed to prevent someone from driving into the channel.
