DEPARTMENT REPORTS, ACTIONS, AND EXPENDITURE REQUESTS

FIRE AND RESCUE 

1.)  David Wagner of Ehlers and Associates presented to the board Resolution No.08-04-14 Providing for the Sale of $1,640,000 General Obligation Promissory Notes.  This will cover three (3) pumper tankers for the fire department and approximately $37,048 in issuance expenses.  We may or may not need a paying agent. This will be scheduled for May 12, 2008 with an estimated interest of 4%.   The bids will be awarded on the lowest cost bidder and the money should be received by June 3, 2008.  There is a significant discount on the tankers for payment upfront.
Supervisor Faber requested that we also include $300,000 for Highway Department equipment purchases.

Mr. Wagner stated that the board could approve this and the $300,000 could be included before issuance.  The resolution will need to be amended at another meeting.

HIGHWAY

1.)  Engineer Len Roecker informed the board that seven (7) statements of architects were received for the future design of a proposed Highway/Fire facility on the west side of 254th Court, north of CTH “C”.  He explained the matrix used on qualifications.  He suggested that two (2) or three (3) be asked to come in and interview.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Weidman to interview Zimmerman Architectural Studios, Kueny Architects, SEH, and Angus Young Architects.

2.)  Engineer Len Roecker informed the board that statements of architects were received recommendation of consultants for the design and engineering of the Bridge Replacement Project on 286th Avenue in Valmar Subdivision. This is required by the DOT.  They are providing 80% funding and the Town is providing 20%.  The DOT has requested that we send them the names of the top four (4) architects interviewed.  Upon further questioning, Engineer Roecker indicated that the bridge is structurally in poor condition.  The Town’s share of costs, $100,000 in construction costs, will be expended in 2010.

Attorney Zott advised that if they were made Ordinance Enforcement Officers, then no Ordinance would have to be changed.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Meier to change the job description of the Water Patrol to Ordinance Enforcement Officers.

3.)  Officer Cooper requested to purchase twelve (12) buoys to replace those lost in flooding last year.  This would be a partial reimbursement from the Water Patrol budget.

MOTION CARRIED
4.)  Officer Cooper said there are several locations with posted signs, but there seems to be a problem with permanent parking.  He suggested changing the Ordinance.  There are major issues in the winter as there are no parking areas in the Town.  Parking is also needed for retail areas.

Attorney Zott advised that the Town needs to decide what areas they wish to designate.

BUILDING AND ZONING
1.)  A raze order for a house partially destroyed in a house fire, Richard Moran, 24926 83rd Street, Tax Parcel #65-4-120-104-0650.  This item was acted on at the February 11, 2008 meeting and allowed Mr. Moran time to settle personal property issues with his insurance company.  In discussions with the insurance company, the persona; property issues have been resolved.
MOTION BY Supervisor Weidman, second by Supervisor Faber to solicit bids for razing the Moran house.

PARK COMMISSION
1.)  On a recommendation to the Salem Town Board at the Annual Meeting, on the sale of Town Park Property, tax parcel # 66-4-120-213-0435, to Thomas O’Brien, tax parcel # 66-4-120-213-0451, for the purpose of a lot line adjustment.
Attorney Zott stated hat under the powers, a Town can’t dispose park property if it is donated and/or dedicated.  This goes beyond the powers of the Town Board.  
Ann O’Brien stated that they acted in “good faith” and went to the expense of a survey in the amount of $300.  She also requested a lease of the property for 99 years.
Supervisor Weidman stated that this would have to go back to the Park Commission, at which time Attorney Zott reiterated that you can’t deprive the public of the use by disposing of the use.

2.)  On a recommendation to the Salem Town Board on the sale of Town Park Property, tax parcel # 66-4-120-213-0435, to Royce Kennedy, tax parcel # 66-4-120-213-0170, for the purpose of a lot line adjustment.
The same applies to this. A Town can’t dispose park property if it is donated and/or dedicated.  This goes beyond the powers of the Town Board.  You can’t deprive the public of the use by disposing of the use.

3.)  On a recommendation to the Salem Town Board on the sale of property Michael and Judith Grasser to purchase 30’ of land from the Town to install sewer septic tank to meet environmental specifications.
The same applies to this. A Town can’t dispose park property if it is donated and/or dedicated.  This goes beyond the powers of the Town Board.  You can’t deprive the public of the use by disposing of the use.
Supervisor Faber questioned whether concessions could be made for the expenses incurred by the O’Brien’.
Mrs. O’Brien, again upset, stated her feelings over the process and paying for a survey in “good faith”.  She feels that the rules change all the time.
Virginia Winker stated that if the Park Commission should have known that they couldn’t do this.
Supervisor O’Connell stated that there were no rules years ago when these lot lines were made.
Linda Valentine stated that if these are Park lands, they should be treated as such and not as parking places for boats.
No further action was taken on this issue.

4.)  Supervisor Faber met with Tom Blatz who made suggestions for the grant application for the Community Park which have been passed on to Engineer Roecker.  This was an update and no action was taken.

5.)  Resolution #08-04-14A authorizing Diann Tesar, Town Chairperson, to act on behalf of the Town of Salem to obtain DNR Outdoor Recreational Aids was presented.

The train whistles will be on a future agenda.  This is being investigated by the clerk.
Officer Cooper stated that the High Water markers are in and a special meeting will need to be held to approve the ordinance.  Tentatively this is scheduled for Wednesday at 4:00 p.m.

1.)  A request, by Stacey Kuhfuss, to have a bike path installed across the side yards of lots (1) and (49) in the Hickory Hollow Subdivision on CTH ‘JF’ west of STH ‘83’ was presented.
P & Z Adminsitrator Zautcke told the board that it is listed in the covenants on the final plat, but there is nothing to indicate why the trail wasn’t built.
Ms. Kuhfuss requested that the bike path be built by the Town.  There is nothing in the developers’ agreement.
Attorney Zott advised that the letter of credit has expired.  It doesn’t make sense because it wasn’t done in conjunction with the Town. The Town has no responsibility.  It doesn’t make sense and that may be why it wasn’t done.
Supervisor Weidman stated the estimated cost for the path is $121,713.
Ms. Kuhfuss sited a big safety concern for children trying to take bikes on it.  There is a blind spot and could cause injury.
Discussion followed about the availability of money for trails.
This will be put on the May Park meeting agenda to allow Ms. Kuhfuss the opportunity to contact homeowners to see if there is support for giving the Town an easement on Out lot #1.

OLD TOWN BUSINESS
1.)  Engineer Roecker talked about the drainage in the SE quadrant of 256th and CTH AH.  There have been flooding problems, on property owned by Nestor Albor, located at 25501 89th Street and Shawn McCleran 25425 89th Street, Salem.  This item was tabled at the February meeting.
Engineer Roecker state that the tiles are alleged to be damaged.  He looked back at old maps and he determined that there has always been water in the area.  The significant snow and rain we’ve had this year makes it worse.  He stated that he doesn’t believe that the DNR would allow complete drainage of the area.  He stated the Town would need to look at the high water flow and the costs.
Supervisor Tesar stated that a Storm Water Utility District is being looked at and the members of this Commission would look into these issues.
Justin Weise, 14111 93rd Street, Kenosha told the board that the area has never had as much of a water issue as there is now.  He has been operating the farm for 7-8 years.
Discussion of the tiles followed.
Rick Zanow, 25817 91st Street stated he has researched the area and how it was to drain.  Discussion of the drainage followed.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor O’Connell to authorize the Town’s engineer to look into the costs of fixing flooding problems.

1.)  Citizens Comments:   
Scott Bright, 9901 270th Court told the board that he has had flooding and it’s the same thing year after year.  His house flooded over the weekend.  There has been no relief.  The channel gets backed up going into Camp Lake.  The electrical boxes are buried in water.  He questioned what they are supposed to do.
Highway Department Supervisor Mike Murdock told those in attendance that years ago there was an open swill.  Somewhere along the line it became filled and you can’t even tell where the inlet is.  It’s a private drainage that runs through properties.
Discussion followed, with Mr. Murdock telling the board he will take a look at it.
Mr. Bright stated he would like to meet with P & Z Administrator Zautcke on a storm management plan.
Eric Eaton stated he has been out of his house since August 19th.  He asked that the board make a recommendation to the County that would place his home in the flood plain.
Attorney Zott recommended that he contact the DNR as the County will look to the DNR for atheir recommendation.

MOTION BY Supervisor Weidman, second by Supervisor Meier to adjourn this meeting.
