NEW TOWN BUSINESS

1.)  Acting Chairman Meier introduced guests, invited by the town Representative Samantha Kerkman, State Senator Robert Wirch, Jennifer Arndt, Dept. of Corrections, Representative Samantha Kerkman, Maxine Martinez, Dept, of Corrections, Ruth Donalds, Dept. of Corrections, Barbara Hanson Dept. of Corrections, and Kenosha County Detective Dave Smith.
This panel of guests was invited to answer questions which town residents may have as well as shedding light on the type of supervision that offenders may have.  There was discussion on the types of supervision, interstate agreements, how offenders are tracked, what constitutes “family needs”, and the DOC Sex Offender website.  Residents with questions or concerns were urged to contact anyone at the DOC with their concerns.  


Chairman Tesar arrived at 8:07 p.m.

No action was taken during this informative discussion. 
2.)  A request was made by the Rock Lake Highlands Kids to stop the “No Mute Swan Policy” in Kenosha County.  They are requesting a letter of support to place this as a referendum on the November ballot.
Senator Wirch stated he was able to get the DNR to back off on shooting the mute swans on private property, but they do reserve the right to shoot them on DNR property.

Kim Roper gave a presentation relative to the request that the Town of Salem support their efforts in the form of a letter to place a referendum on the shooting of the swans on the November ballot.
Supervisor O’Connell applauded Ms. Roper’s efforts to stop the shooting and by involving the kids is teaching them a good civics lesson.  He urged all of them to keep up the good lessons.

Ms. Roper thanked Representative Kerkman and Senator Wirch for their efforts and help on this issue.
Supervisor Faber congratulated her and stated that this is a spark that is needed.
Discussion of the letter followed.

3.)  John Wallencamp, Kueny Architects, presented the final plans for the Salem Town Hall remodel, as well as the costs.  Clerk Ernest requested permission to go out for bid.

MOTION CARRIED
4.)  A request from Debbie Baumgart, 26539 103rd Street, to establish a “Quiet Zone Corridor” along the Town of Salem’s railroad crossings, was presented.  Plagued by the train whistles and the noise at night, Ms. Baumgart appealed to the board to establish a “quiet zone” similar to the one Antioch and its surrounding communities has.
Discussion followed about the crossing near Cork not having a signal or crossing gate.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to follow up on “quiet zones”, to begin the application process, and look into the crossing by the Cork factory.

5.)  A request from Toni Schaedel to have the Town place gravel at the entrance to Cross Lake Beach, 233rd Ave. was presented by Kim Stewart, 23490 126th Street.  This would be to keep it from running off into the lake.
Highway Department Supervisor, Mike Murdock stated that it is a privately owned beach.  It would take approximately two (2) dump truck loads of gravel to remedy the problem.
When question about future maintenance by Supervisor O’Connell, Murdock stated that it would need to be done once a year.

MOTION BY Supervisor O’Connell, second by Supervisor Faber to approve the placement of gravel at the entrance to Cross Lake Beach on 233rd Ave. on a yearly basis.

The Town of Bristol has asked to form a cooperative agreement as part of their process for part of the Town of Bristol to become a village.

OLD TOWN BUSINESS
1.)  The board again addressed the flooding problems, on property owned by Nestor Albor, located at 25501 89th Street and Shawn McCleran 25425 89th Street, Salem.  The Board authorized our engineer to look into the costs of fixing this problem.  At the last board meeting, this was still being worked on and will be put on the June agenda.
 Our engineers have estimated the cost of fixing the problem at $92,000.
Chairman Tesar stated that the Town has so many water problems that the board doesn’t feel we can expend $92,000 on just one project.  Possibly this could be addressed with a storm water utility.
2.)  The proposal of a possible storm water utility was mentioned in previous meetings.  Utility Administrator Zautcke requested permission to continue with the study and then hold a workshop to educate the board and the public.  There would be a permitting process and would be put on the tax rolls.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor O’Connell to proceed with the storm water utility study and set up the necessary workshops.

A special meeting was held by the Planning and Zoning prior to this meeting.  They discussed the fees of $200.00 special meeting and $300.00 conditional use to be paid by Thursday June 12,2008 prior to the Kenosha County meeting.

PUBLIC SAFETY
1.)  David L. Vogt, 11776 231ST Court, requested to have the speed limit lowered from 25 mph to 15 mph and a handicap sign placed on 231st Court.  It’s a narrow, short street and people “fly” down it.  He has an eight (8) year old daughter who is handicapped and is afraid to allow her outside.  He presented a signed petition from neighbors.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Weidman to reduce the speed limit to 15 mph and place a handicap sign on 231st Court.

Parts of a plat dedicated to and accepted by the public for public use may be vacated or altered as follows:

(1) The court may vacate streets, roads or other public ways on a plat if:

(a) The plat was recorded more than 40 years previous to the filing of the application for vacation or alteration; and

(b) During all that period the areas dedicated for streets, roads or other public ways were not improved as streets, roads or other

public ways; and

(c) Those areas are not necessary to reach other platted property;

and

(d) All the owners of all the land in the plat or part thereof sought to be vacated and the governing body of the city, village or

town in which the street, road or other public way is located have joined in the application for vacation.

(2) The court may vacate land platted as a public square upon the application of the municipality or town in which the dedicated

land is located if:

(a) The plat was recorded more than 40 years previous to the filing of the application for vacation or alteration; and

(b) The land was never in fact developed or utilized by the

municipality or town as a public square. 
(3) The court may vacate land, in a city, village or town, platted as a public park or playground upon the application of the

local legislative body of such city, village or town where the land has never been developed or used by said city, village or town as

a public park or playground.

(4) When the plat is being vacated or altered in any 2nd, 3rd or 4th class city or in any village or town which includes a street,

road, alley or public walkway, said street, road, alley or public walkway may be vacated or altered by the circuit court proceeding

under ss. 236.41 and 236.42 upon the following conditions:

(a) A resolution is passed by the governing body requesting such vacation or alteration.

(b) The owners of all frontage of the lots and lands abutting on the portion sought to be vacated or altered request in writing that

such action be taken.

Discussion followed.
