CLERK’S REPORT
1.)  Clerk Ernest requested permission to purchase a new accounting software for the town.  This would include Permit Tracking, GL, Utility Billing, Cash Receipting, AP, and Payroll.  The new software would better meet the needs of the Town.  Currently the building department is tracking all permits by hand.  Two quotes were received from Civic Systems and Municipal Software, Inc.  Based on the ease of use, password security, our auditor’s preference not to use Civic Systems, and the needs for payroll and the Building Department, the recommendation is to purchase MSI, to be paid in 3 budget years, in the amount of $61,405.  This has been budgeted.

2.)  Clerk Ernest would like to develop a more user friendly website for the Town.  One which employees would be able to maintain and keep up to date.  Gov Office is password protected and we will be able to provide more information to citizens when implemented.  There will be a re-direct from the current web page so we won’t need to change our page name.  The amount is $3,641. This is a budgeted item.

1.)  Attorney Amy Zott previously gave a presentation to the Town of Salem Planning Commission.  It was found that certain standards that need to be applied in evaluating variances in zoning ordinances and land division, wasn’t be used.  She stated that the County is looking at adopting these standards.  She presented a list of conditions to the Board.  She said all of the conditions must exist before granting a variance.  You can’t pick and choose.  Variances run forever with the land.

Building Inspector Jack Rowland arrived at 7:16 p.m.

2.)  Citizens Comments:   There were no comments.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS, ACTIONS, AND EXPENDITURE REQUESTS
PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
1.)   A request on a street and yard setback variance for 11417 272nd Ave. Kathryn Nixon.  This variance application was withdrawn at Kenosha County so no action was taken on this.
2.)   Request for an on a street side yard set back variance request for 27025 101st Street, Daniel Wartan, Tax Parcel #66-4-120-214-1095.   Fifty percent (50%) of minimum street yard setback is required for existing nonconforming structures; Fifteen (15) foot yard set back is required, variance requested is for 9.59 feet.  50% of minimum side yard setback is required for existing nonconforming structures; Five (5) feet required, variance request is for 4.75 feet.

Attorney David Smith, Representing Mr. Wartan told the board that there had been many discussions with the County regarding this 57’ wide lot.  The house was built in the 1940’s and became nonconforming.  The residence is 850’ square feet, which is substandard and it doesn’t have a garage.  The entire neighborhood fits in with the same problem.

Discussion followed with Attorney Zott again stressing the importance of following the standards.  She advised making the motion to approve and then vote on the motion.

In a memorandum from Town engineer Len Roecker, he recommended these changes in order for the asphalt thickness to be in line with modern paving.  This would be for new roadways only.
MOTION BY Supervisor Weidman, second by Supervisor Meier to approve Appendix C of Chapter 18 of the Town of Salem Ordinances.
Rick Zanow questioned where around here are we doing super pavers.

Engineer Roecker stated this would increase pavement strength by 25%.

Land Use Administrator Zautcke told the board that the sidewalks aren’t ready, with Highway Superintendent Murdock stating he didn’t feel comfortable approving the trees.  The street lights are in conformance.  There is a path where a segment on the eastside was just paved and there will be grass restoration in the spring.  This was due to a high water incidence.  Engineer Roecker recommended approval of the majority of the path
There was discussion of the storm water ponds, adjustment of the catch basins, conditions of storm water provisions, the streets and trees.

UTILITY DISTRICT
4.)  This item was moved up on the agenda.  David Wagner of Ehlers and Associates presented Resolution No. 07-12-10, a Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of Up to $5,855,983 General Obligation Sewerage System Promissory Notes, Series 2007, and Providing for Other Details and Covenants With Respect Thereto.
This provides borrowing up to the amount of $5,855,983 through the DNR Clean Water Fund and includes a contingency.  This would be over 19 year and 4 months at 2.464%, with payments of $386,00 a year.  Sewer rates will need to be adjusted 5-10%.  This is identical to other Clean Water loans.  A cash cushion before levying taxes provides for payment of our $2,000,000 short term loan.  This increases the sewer debt 3.5 to 3.6 million.
