Chairman Diann Tesar opened this Special Meeting at 5:30 p.m. with the following present:  Diann Tesar, Pat O’Connell, Joe Meier, Dennis Faber, Josephine Weidman, Brad Zautcke, Mike Murdock, Len Roecker, Jon Wallencamp, and Cindi Ernest.  

1) The bids for the Town Hall Remodel Project were presented by Jon Wallencamp as follows:  Native Construction $68,560 base, Rasch Contruction $86,299 base, Absolute Construction $89,000 base, Camosy Construction $98,800 base, Manusco Construction $106,789 base, and Redwood Construction $81,200 base. Mr. Wallencamp recommended the low bid was from Native Construction in the amount of $68,560.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Weidman to award the bid for the Town Hall remodel to Native Construction of Kansasville, WI., in the amount of $68,560.

2) The bids were presented for the Community Park Improvement Project as follows:  Willkomm Excavating & Grading $1,199,958.62 base and $87,000 alternate bid, Western Contractors, Inc. $1,416,427.10 base and $118,400 alternate bid, Powers Lake Construction Co., Inc. $1,452,500.12 base and $87,900 alternate bid, and DK Contractors, Inc. $1,488,527.50 base and $192,229.78 alternate bid.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to award the bid for the Community Park project to Willkomm Excavating & Grading as outlined in the August 19th memo, in the amount of $1,199,958.62 base and $87,000 alternate bid.

3) Peggy Van Aken of the Arboretum Woods Community Association stated that they wished to make improvements to the entrances.  They hired landscapers and nothing has changed except they are using rock instead of cedar.  The previous sign was cedar and it rotted.
Discussion followed relative to the use of cedar instead of rock and an agreement for the maintenance similar to the one the Town did with Echo Lane.  
It was agreed that they would use cedar for the entrance sign.
Building Inspector Rowland stated that the town would have to apply for a zoning and building permit with Kenosha County
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Faber to approve the sign with cedar posts and to do a model agreement like Echo Lane’s for the maintenance of the right of way.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to award the bid for the Roadway Improvement Projects, 224th Avenue and 99th Street to B.R. Amon for the reconstruction of 224th and 99th Street in the amount of $163,266.00 base and $36,675.00 alternate bid.
