PRESENTATIONS, PETITIONS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
1.)  Citizens Comments:  Dave Shortess presented his findings relative to the speeding on 256th Avenue following a complaint at the November meeting from a citizen.  The report included times, speeds, and the number of vehicles (1,578) monitored from November 26,  - November 30, 2008.  Twenty-five percent drove within the posted speed limit of 35 mph, 29% 36-40 mph, 20% 41-45, 12% 46-50, 6% 51-55 mph, 2% 56-60 mph, 1% 61-65 mph, 4% 66-70, and 3% 71-100 mph.

Mike Slover arrived at 7:11 p.m.

Discussion followed.  No action was taken this.  Safety Officer Shortess will inform and ask Kenosha County to monitor.
He also told the board he will be hanging tags on doors, along ST HWY 83, of residents who have not removed snow from the sidewalks in accordance with the Town’s Ordinance.

NEW TOWN BUSINESS

1.)  Information relative to the January 20th Central High School Referendum was to have been presented, but due to the inclement weather, this item was tabled.
2.)  A joint Library agreement to assign Twin Lakes as the Fiscal Agent was presented.  Clerk Ernest informed the board that some of the municipalities are waiting until the library audit is completed before signing.

OLD TOWN BUSINESS
1.)  At the November 2008 board meeting, the board approved an agreement with Camp/Center Lakes Rehabilitation District for conveyor and truck use, at Yaws Boat Landing.  A fee wasn’t discussed at that time.
Discussion followed about the fee and the length of the contract.
Supervisor Faber pointed out that people in CCLRD not only pay town tax, but pay CCLRD tax also.  The lakes are controlled by the state and the CCLRD is helping by controlling weeds.

PUBLIC SAFETY
1.)  A nuisance complaint by Stephen Vorderbruggen and Joe Cates relative to other residents creating excessive noise with the use of ATV’s.  The problems are occurring on 89th Street and CR “AH” was presented to the board.  
Steve Vorderbruggen lives on the north side of CTH “AH”.  There are new renters living on the east side of Joe Cates.  He stated there are kids running ATV’s up to six (6) hours a day.  He stated they have a track in their back yard.
Dannette Cates stated there are four (4) or five (5) ATV’s and a dirt bike.  They ride close by and rev them when they are going by (after talking to them).  They are also having friends bringing their ATV’s.

Attorney Scholze stated that Ordinance 7.(08) permits their operation during certain hours, but under Ordinance 4.(0) the Town could issue a citation.
Steve Vorderbruggen state that the Sportsman’s Club property abuts the property in question.  They’ve been ripping up stakes , riding in the bog, etc.
Public Safety Officer Shortess told them they were going to have to be able to articulate the nuisance and probably testify in court.
Attorney Scholze told the board that they could adopt an ordinance with a permit requirement for the track.
Officer Shortess stressed getting a complaint number from the Sheriff’s office when they are called.
A verbal disagreement occurred between Linda Valentine and board members.  She left the meeting.
No action was taken on this item.
