PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Chairman Tesar led the Pledge of Allegiance.

OPEN MEETING COMPLIANCE CHECK

The agenda was posted by 3:00 p.m. on Friday, March 6, 2009 at the Town Hall Municipal Building, Salem Post Office, Camp Lake Post Office, Wilmot Post Office, and the Trevor Post Office.  It was also posted on the Town’s website.

CITIZEN’S INITIATED BUSINESS

1.)  Citizens Comments:  
David Asma, candidate for Municipal Judge, introduced himself to the board and those in attendance.  He gave a brief background of his experience, platform, and indicated his education includes a masters degree in criminology.

Shirley Boening, Library Board President, asked the Town Board to consider keeping power in the community and continue as the Community Library’s fiscal agent.

Linda Valentine stated she wanted time to comment on item #2 on the agenda.  She wants answers given.
Jim Cross questioned whether item #2 is going to a hearing yet.

Chairman Tesar stressed that this is only a presentation and there are no wells being planned in the Town. 

2.)  Bob Biebel, from SWRPC, gave a presentation on ‘The 2035 Water Supply Plan for Southeastern Wisconsin”.  He summarized what is just a preliminary form of a plan and stated that the water supply plan was requested by several county boards.  It addresses possible emerging water supply issues.  Wisconsin’s new groundwater management law mandates the preparation of a water supply plan for the S.E. Wisconsin region.  A regional plan will be required for a water supply by the federal government.  He stressed that there are no groundwater issues at this time nor are there any foreseeable water supply problems in the future for Kenosha Co. or the Town of Salem. He said it doesn’t necessarily mean that there couldn’t be problems in the future.  By the year 2035, Kenosha County’s population is expected to increase by 52,000 people and the town of Salem’s population is expected to increase by about 7,000 people.

He stressed that the regional plan identifies potential municipal utility areas in Salem as well as other parts of Kenosha County, but there is nothing in the plan or State law that would require local officials to make people have  municipal water.  There is no need for municipal wells, but it is a “fall back plan” should it be needed in the future.   Municipal water would only be developed only if there is local need and would have to be done by a local initiative by Town officials.

Administrator Casey told the audience that this plan IS NOT mandated.  It is only a plan which would address a need and would be up to the Town Board to make a final decision if there should ever be a need.
Linda Valentine questioned whether she could see a detailed map of eight (8) wells and two (2) holding tanks.  She stated that she is concerned that everything is in a shallow well aquifer.  She wants a deep well aquifer. 
Bob Biepel stated that there isn’t a map because they don’t know where those wells would be.  There is no map that shows specific sites.

Howard Sacko questioned whether the town would take out an insurance policy against wells going dry?
Mr. Biepel stated that there is a detailed procedure in place to see if there would be an impact.  If there was an impact, then they would be relocated.

Chris Gustafson questions the Pell Lake contamination.

Fran Grego, across from Center Lake, stated that there is a high tax base here.  We need air first and then water.  Before we “go down the road” we need to do research on adding wells.

Shirley Boening questioned whether any wells would be in a new subdivision or adjoining old subdivisions.

Chairman Tesar stated that only new developments are requiring some kind of water system, not old or existing.  She stated that there are no plans for municipal water nor are there any plans to have people give up there wells and hook up to any type of municipal well or water system. This is only a plan that could be referred to should a need arise in the future.  People would be noticed and informed.

Tom Schultz expressed concerns about the storm water.  He stated he lives on a hill.

Allen Pollack questioned whether the county could override the Town and if approved how fast would it happen.  If you find an area would it be a town vote or a board vote.

Chairman Tesar again stressed that there are no plans for municipal water nor are there any plans to have people give up there wells and hook up to any type of municipal well or water system. This is only a plan for future needs, 2035.  

3.)  Kim Frackwiak questioned why it is ok to shoot a high powered rifle even at the distance of 500 feet.  She stated that in the Town of Salem there isn’t the adequate space and feels it is a safety issue.  The state doesn’t define “rural”.

Administrator Casey, for clarification, said that there are two separate issues. And that we need clarification.  Supervisor Faber state that the issue of the rifles still “remains on the table” and will be addressed at a board meeting at a later date.
Ms. Frackwiak stated that the Town needs to define what is considered “rural”.

1.)  Administrator Casey told those in attendance that the Community Library Fiscal Agent was put on hold until after their audit.  The Library Board will need to decide on the switch.  There are concerns about Twin Lakes and Randall threatening to pull out of the library.  The Town of Salem can continue if the board desires to do this.  During the last discussion with the administrator at Twin Lakes, Twin Lakes is willing to be the fiscal agent.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS, ACTIONS, AND EXPENDITURE REQUESTS
PUBLIC SAFETY

1.)  Public Safety Supervisor Dave Shortess gave the 2008 Water Patrol report.  
The Public Safety office will be offering two (2) boater safety classes this spring.  
There will be decisions made regarding adding lights to the boat.
They will also look at placing buoys on the Fox River.

Supervisor Faber told those in attendance that the DNR will be reimbursing the Town’s Water Patrol for approximately $12,000 of last years expenses.

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
A joint meeting of the Salem Town Board and Planning Commission was held.  The Planning Commission had tabled item #1 at their regular meeting held on February 25, 2009.

1.)  A Conditional Use Permit request from Central High School for parcel # 65-4-120-113-0100 to allow for the construction of an athletic field was presented at a joint meeting of the Salem Town Board and the Salem Town Planning Commission.

Mark Eberle, of Nielsen Madsen & Barber, S.C., presented Planning Commission’s recommendations of modifications to the original plan.  The last three hundred feet (300’) of the trail was removed.  It would have brought the trail to the highway, but because of insufficient right of way on Highway 83 from 81st Street, there would have been nowhere for the trail to go.
A landscaping design was also put into the plan.  This includes a seven foot berm (7’) in the S.W. corner of the J.V. filed to provide a screen.

A traffic impact analysis is with the WI DOT at this time, but they are not anticipating installing a traffic light in this phase of the project.

Further discussion followed relative to the traffic light, tree placement, and the bike trail completion.

Dave Wagner, Ehlers & Associates, gave background information on the General Obligation Notes.  The GO Notes don’t count against the Town’s debt limit.  The Town of Salem is currently at 27% of it’s debt limit.  The notes will be paid back with sewer revenues.  Three percent (3%) annual increases are needed, but he recommended a four and a half percent (4.5%) increase per year.  The interest rate on these notes is 2.668% for twenty (20) years. This is the second lowest non-hardship rate that the town has borrowed at.  

Supervisor O’Connell indicated that this is a long term project which is mandated by the state.  If we fail to keep the sewer rates up, the town would have to levy to make it up.
