2.)  A temporary use application for the Trevor/Wilmot Consolidated School District. Tax parcel 67-4-120-302-0240. Property address 10720  Fox River Road was presented.  Request is for continued use of four classrooms for kindergartens and first grade classrooms.  This was approved by the P & Z 4-0.

3.)  A request by Scott Frederick, 8028 238th Avenue regarding watershed and lake level issues on Hooker Lake was presented.  Mr. Frederick was absent from this meeting so no action was taken on the issue.  It was pointed out that Bryzeks own and control the dam which affects the lake levels.
4.)  A letter was received from the County relative to Gypsy Moth treatment and the Town’s participation and possible funding of the participation.  There isn’t enough known about the costs and this wasn’t budgeted for 2009.  No action was taken.
5.)  A agreement with CCLRD for conveyor and truck use, used for vegetation disposal, at Yaws Boat Landing was presented by Supervisor Faber.  He stated that questions had come up as to why the equipment was parked there and he feels that a formal agreement between CCLRD and the Town needs to be in place.  The equipment is only there during the harvesting season and CCLRD does have insurance on the equipment.

MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor O’Connell to approve the agreement between CCLRD and the Town of Salem for the Parking of the truck and conveyor near Yaws Boat Landing.

Supervisor Weidman pointed out that the subject came up regarding how much parking space the equipment takes up.
6.)  Supervisor Faber received a complaint relative to the DNR ruling which allows the use of high powered rifles west of I-94.  He asked Joe Jarish from the DNR to give information regarding this.

Mr. Jarish stated part of the purpose is to manage Chronic Waste Disease.  There was a Public Hearing held on this matter and it is now a law to allow rifles.  Other communities have passed ordinances against it, but the DNR has found that the rifles aren’t anymore dangerous. He stated that shot gun slugs ricochet farther than rifle bullets.  He stated with the new rifle law, all the same laws apply as they did with shotguns…not within 100 yards of where people inhabit.

Further discussion followed.  Mr. Jarish made himself available after the meeting to residents who had questions.  This item will be tabled until the January 2009 agenda.

1.)  Highway Department Supervisor, Mike Murdock, presented proposals for the purchase of two (2) chassis and a body, plow, and wing plow for the Highway Department.  These are budgeted items.

Attorney Scholze informed those in attendance that the Town has the capability of looking at the ERU fees every year to determine the appropriate charge.  It also allows for the ability to do a special assessment to property owners in specific areas if needed.  State Statute does require a Public Hearing if there is the possibility of a special assessment.

Mrs. Naujokus informed the board that she feels the $60 the Town is proposing is beyond the ability of senior citizens to pay.
