1.)  Nothing to report.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS, ACTIONS, AND EXPENDITURE REQUESTS

UTILITY DISTRICT
1.)  A claim was presented to the Town’s insurance carrier for damages to a home owned by Eric Eaton, 11906 257th Avenue, Trevor.  Mr. Eaton is claiming the loss of his home in the amount of $149,185.36 and personal property in the amount of $8,937.70 due to sewer backup and flooding of Trevor Creek during the rains in August of 2007.
Utility District Attorney, John Belajac told those in attendance that there was no negligence, but an act of God.  There was nothing that he saw that would indicate negligence.  He recommended to that the Town Board deny the claim.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Faber to deny the Eaton claim.
Attorney Mary Kirkman, representing Mr. Eaton, requested a copy of the Town’s insurance policy.  She also requested that the house be condemned and that the Town of Salem purchase the house.

2.)  Attorney Belajac presented Resolution 08-02-11, a resolution expressing opposition to the passage of 2007 Assembly Bill 649 which would prevent unpaid water utility bills being placed on the tax rolls when a tenant in a rented dwelling doesn’t pay.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to approve Resolution 08-02-11.

3.)  Contract change order by Staab Construction for phone line relocation delays was removed from the agenda due to no further information at this time.


NEW TOWN BUSINESS 
1.)  Nestor Albor, 25501 89th Street Salem is having flooding problems and the wetlands expanding on his property which he believes have gotten worse since Falcon Heights subdivision went in.

Engineer Len Roecker gave a history of the area and the drain tiles.  He stated that there is no immediate reason why the wetland is growing.  There are a lot of variables with the moisture.  
Mr. Albor’s neighbor on 89th Street, John McLeran, told the board about the increase in water on his property.

Discussion followed.

MOTION BY Supervisor Weidman, second by Supervisor Faber to authorize the Town staff to look at this problem.

2.)  Malva Stockwell expressed concerns to the Town Board relative to a letter that she had recently received from the DNR on the proposed Sensitive Area Designation of Montgomery Lake.  Piers won’t be allowed, they won’t be able to pull weeds or dredge.  She feels that what the DNR is doing is protecting the lake in lieu of a homeowners association.  With the sensitive area designation they won’t be able to do anything.
Jeff Thornton, of SE WI Regional Planning explained the sensitive area designation to those in attendance.
Discussion followed with concerns expressed by Paula Olszewski, 8501 234th Ave.  She also lives on the lake.

There was further discussion.

MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor Weidman to notify the DNR by letter and ask that they allow an additional six (6) months to allow the homeowners on Montgomery Lake to investigate a homeowners association.

3.)  Joe Polacheck, representing the Lake Shangri-La Homeowners Association presented Resolution No. 08-02-11A to the Town Board.  They are applying for a grant which has to have a governing body administer. The match would be $1,000 which the Lake Shangri-La Association would deposit with the Town’s treasurer.  This grant will be used to explore a Lake association/district.

Mike Wagner requested no additional levy to property owners due to the public safety issue.

3.)  At the January meeting problems with the detention basins located in Falcon Heights were presented.  The Town is now working only with the homeowners association to alleviate the problems.

1.)  There will be a Public Safety Subset meeting on Friday, February 15th at 3:30 p.m..
The Park Commission meeting will be held on Wednesday February 20th at 7:00 p.m..
2.)  During a Public Safety subset meeting, revisions were discussed relative to Chapter 12 of the Code of Ordinances.  The proposed revisions to Chapter 12 Code of Ordinances 08-02-11, an ordinance amending portions of Chapter 12 of the Town of Salem Code of Ordinances relating to License Fees and Alcohol Beverage Licenses were presented.
MOTION BY Supervisor Meier, second by Supervisor Weidman to approve Chapter 12 Code of Ordinances 08-02-11 with the fees for dog licensing to go into effect with the 2009 dog licenses and the fees for cigarette licenses and amusement/vending machine/pool tables to go into effect with the July 1, 2008 licenses.

3.)  A Finance Subset meeting was held to determine the pay of poll workers, Planning Commission and Park Commission members.  A survey was done of other municipalities.  The recommendation is to pay $32.00 a meeting without mileage to Park Commission, $37.00 without mileage to Planning Commission members and $10.00 an hour to Chief Inspectors and $9.00 an hour to regular poll workers and provide two (2) meals during elections.
Supervisor Faber pointed out that with taxes being taken out of their checks, the commissions are sorely underpaid.  Discussion followed.
MOTION BY Supervisor Faber, second by Supervisor O’Connell to approve paying  Park and Planning Commission at the old rate for 2007 and when it’s decided what to pay the Commissions, that payment will be retroactive to January 1, 2008.
