Town of Salem Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting
June 27th, 2012
Minutes
Chairman Breunig and Commissioners Baker, Dumalski, Hinze, Melind and Gandt were present. Commissioner Arnold was excused. Staff present, Brad Zautcke, Pat Meehan, Patrick Casey, and Eileene Anderson. Also present, Salem Town Board Chairman Diann Tesar. Town Board Supervisors Dennis Faber, Dan Campion, and Mike Culat.  Youth in Governance Members Grant Mackinnon and Tegan Miles.

1. Approve minutes from regular meeting held on May 23rd, 2012.
Commissioner Dumalski moved to approve with corrections (grammar and punctuation). Second by Commissioner Hinze 4-0-2. Commissioner Baker and Melind abstained (not present at 5-23-12 meeting)

2. William G. Hoffmann, 30725 114th St., Wilmot, WI 53192 (Owner), requests a rezoning from B-2 (Community Business District) to R-4 (Urban Single-Family Residential District), on tax parcel # 67-4-120-303-0895, property address of 30725 114th Street Wilmot, WI 53192.  For information purposes only this parcel is located on the south side of CTH ‘C’ (114th St) approximately 250ft west of CTH ‘W’ (307th Ave).
Mr. Hoffman was present. Discussion on the Comprehensive Land Use Map Amendment was approved in April to allow for this rezone.  Commissioner Melind moved to approve, second by Commissioner Dumalski. Motion to approve passed 6-0 to approve.


3. Debbie Bulawa, 8753 Camp Lake Road, Salem, WI 53168 (Owner), requesting variances (Section V 12.27-6D): that accessory buildings be located in the side or rear yard only in the R-2 (Suburban Single-Family Residential District) variance requested is for street yard placement.  Second request that up to (2) accessory buildings are permitted (1) up to 150 sq ft and (1) up to 1,500 sq ft, variance requested is for (1) at 720 sq ft and  (1) at 440 sq ft. Tax Parcel #65-4-120-162-0420, SE ¼ of NW ¼ Section 16, T1 N, R20 E, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only, this property is located on the east side of Camp Lake Road (CTH ‘SA’) approximately 1,000 ft north of 89th Street (CTH ‘AH’). 
Ms. Bulawa was present. Ms. Bulawa stated the variance was necessary due to financial burden of alternative placement and to save some trees. Commissioners Hinze, Baker, and Dumalski stated a hardship had not been proven. Mr. Meehan explained the meaning of a hardship. Commissioner Gandt suggested attaching to the existing out building. A neighbor, Dorie Jost of 8755 Camp Lake Road, spoke against the variance. The process of appeal was explained. Commissioner Dumalski moved to Deny, second by Commissioner Baker. Motion to deny passed 6-0.


4. Discussion and possible recommendation on proceeding with a, Town sponsored Comprehensive Plan Amendment for Neighborhoods No. 2 and No. 5.  An informational mailing, requesting public input, was sent to property owners abutting STH ‘50’ between the Village of Paddock Lake and the Town of Wheatland.
Please note this agenda item (#4) was heard after agenda items #5 and #6.
Jeff Chopp, Jim Kutzler, Steve Mills, Brian Filiatreault, Randy Borri, and Andrew Nielsen discussed concerns. Land Use Coordinator, Brad Zautcke presented 4 submitted letters from Terry Drotar, Fausta and Charles Reynolds, Randall and Janice Borri, and Richard Stockwell. Commissioner Melind moved to approve a Town sponsored Comp Plan amendment. Motion failed due to the lack of a second. 

5. CelluSite LLC, Craig McGrew, 3609 Driftwood Drive N. #201, Lafayette, IN 47905 (Agent), requests a Conditional Use Permit to allow for the co-location of antennas and supporting electronic enclosures on the Town of Salem water tower, tax parcel # 66-4-120-274-0121.
Craig Mc Grew was present. Commissioner Dumalski moved to approve, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 6-0 vote.

6. Discussion and possible recommendation on a request to amend the Creekside Subdivision Covenants to allow for 1,450 square foot ranch dwellings, currently 1,600 square foot ranch is required.
Brian Lolmaugh was present. Discussion on the costs related to developing lots in a subdivision and the size of a house compared the quality of construction.  Land Development Coordinator , Brad Zautcke, presented information provided by the Town Assessor’s office on similar subdivisions recently built, the decline in assessed value for smaller houses, lose of application fees and tax base, and recommended that this amendment not be granted.  Commissioner Gandt moved to Deny, second by Commissioner Baker. Motion to Deny carried 4-2. Roll call vote Commissioners Gandt, Baker, Hinze, and Breunig: Aye to Deny, Commissioners Dumalski and Melind Nay to Deny.
