Town of Salem Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting
October 17th, 2012
Minutes

Meeting called to order 6:00 pm.
Chairperson Breunig and Commissioners Baker, Gandt, Dumalski, Melind, and Arnold were present. Commissioner Hinze was excused. Youth in Governance Miles and Mackinnon were present. Town board Supervisors Faber, Culat, and Campion were present. Also present were staff members Brad Zautcke, Eileene Anderson, and Patrick Casey.

1. Approve minutes from regular meeting held on August 22nd, 2012.
Commissioner Dumalski moved, second by Commissioner Baker 6-0 (Hinze absent).

2. Harold L. & Linda K. Marcussen & Marcussen Family Revocable Trust & Harold L. Marcussen (Owners) - Part of the Southeast Quarter of Section 30, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only these parcels are located on the east side of County Trunk Highway “B” (Tuttle Road), approximately 0.2 miles north of County Trunk Highway “C” (Wilmot Road).
Requesting approval of a Certified Survey Map (dated August 6, 2012 by Mark A. Bolender of Ambit Land Surveying) to create one (1) 2.03-acre parcel, one (1) 1.05-acre parcel and one (1) 1.22-acre parcel from existing Tax Parcels #67-4-120-304-0390 & 67-4-120-304-0400.
Harold and Linda Marcussen were present. Commissioner Arnold moved to approve as presented with the conditions (1) the wet lands be labeled as “Wetland Preservation Easement” on lot 1 of Page 2 and (2) the Village of Silver Lake approve CSM exercising their Extraterritorial Platting Jurisdiction (ETP). Dumalski second, motion carried 6-0.

3. Heritage Estates Subdivision, Mark S. Bourque, Burco Holdings, LLC (Agent)  Requesting approval of the FIRST AMENDMENT TO DECLARATION OF CONDITIONS, COVENANTS, RESTRICTIONS AND EASEMENTS FOR HERITAGE ESTATES SUBDIVISION.  Request is to allow for vinyl and fiberglass windows provided that they are The North American Fenestration Standard, ANSI/AAMA/WDMA 101/I.S.2/NAFS-02 and are either double hung or casement style. 
Mark Bourque was present. Jerry Joseph from Alliance Window manufacturing, Ray Weisenbeck from Wisconsin Building Supply, and Dustin Harpe from Harpe Development were present. Discussion of manufacturing, quality, energy efficiency, and warranty took place. Brett Vraney of 11502 236th Ave spoke in favor. Lisa Gerzel of 25801 121st Street and Nick Conigliaro of 11315 242nd Ave spoke against the request. Commissioner Dumalski moved to approve and to include “fixed” windows as a type of window allowed, second by Commissioner Baker. Motion carried 6-0
