Commissioners Dumalski (chairperson), Baker, Gandt, Hinze, and Melind were present. Commissioner Arnold was present at 6:09 pm. Chairperson Breunig was excused. Youth and Governance members Mackinnon and Miles were excused. Also present was Town Planner, Patrick Meehan, Land and Development Coordinator, Bradly Zautcke, Town Supervisors Culat and Faber, and Plan Commission Secretary Eileene Anderson.

Discussion on the following:
1.  PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED ACTIONS TO BE CONSIDERED BY THE TOWN OF SALEM PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION REGARDING:

(1)	Adopt A Park and Open Space Plan for the Town of Salem: 2020 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 275 dated March 2005) as an element of, and amendments to, both the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Salem: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning report No. 306 dated March 2010 as amended) and A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 299 dated April 2010 as amended); and
(2)	Amend A Park and Open Space Plan for the Town of Salem: 2020 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 275 dated March 2005) and also as amendments to both the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Salem: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning report No. 306 dated March 2010 as amended) and A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 299 dated April 2010 as amended) relating to the following:
a.	The relocation of the "Proposed Town of Salem Community Park" from the Town Hall area to the west side of 256th Avenue between 89th Street and 98th Street;
b.	The elimination of the proposed neighborhood park (Park No. 2) on the west side of Kull Lake (that land area is now located within the "Village of Paddock Lake Growth Area"); and
c.	The addition of a new "Proposed Town of Salem Neighborhood Park" (the new Camp Lake Park; Park No. 13) located along the eastern shore of Camp Lake at the intersection of 270th Avenue and 104th Place and at the intersection of 104th Street and 100th Street.

(3)	With respect to Tax Key Parcel Number 66‑4‑120‑281‑2100 (This Parcel is a Part of the Northeast Fractional Quarter of Section 28, Township 1 North, Range 20 East of the Fourth Principal Meridian, and more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the North Quarter corner of said Section; thence South a distance of 231 feet; thence South 35 degrees East, a distance of 250.8 feet; thence East a distance of 495 feet, thence North a distance of 434.94 feet; thence West a distance of 633.60 feet to the point of beginning, lying and being in the Town of Salem, County of Kenosha and State of Wisconsin.  This parcel has an address of 26937 104th Street and is located on the east shore of Camp Lake between 104th Street and 104th Place, west of 269th Avenue.):
a.	Amend Map 23, Page 115; Map 24, Page 116; Map 25, Page 117; and Appendix C, Map 8.9, Page 319; of the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Salem: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning report No. 306 dated March 2010 as amended) indicating a change from its current Land Use District designation of "R-3 Suburban/Estate Single-Family Residential" to "PR-1 Park and Recreational" Land Use District.  If approved, the planned use designation would be consistent with the current and planned use of the parcel; and 
b.	Amend Maps 101, Page 650; Map 102, Page 651; and Map 79, Page 384; of A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 299 dated April 2010 as amended) indicating a change from its current Land Use District designation of “R-3 Suburban/Estate Single-Family Residential” to “PR-1 Park and Recreational” Land Use District.  If approved, the planned use designation would be consistent with the current and planned use of the parcel; and
c. 	Amend Map 65, Page 340 of A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 299 dated April 2010 as amended) from “Medium-Density Residential” to “Park and Recreation” and “Street and Highway Right-of-Way.” If approved, the planned use designation would be consistent with the current and planned use of the parcel.
