Minutes

Meeting called to order at 6:00 pm.
Chairperson Breunig was present. Commissioners Baker, Gandt, Hinze, and Melind were present. Commissioner Dumalski was excused. Commissioner Arnold was not present. Also present Land and Development Coordinator Bradly Zautcke, Town Supervisors Culat and Faber, and Plan commission Secretary Eileene Anderson. Youth in Governance Mackinnon and Miles were not present.

1. STUART B. FRANKEL & RITA MIRMAN, 21904 121st Street,  3433 N. Seeley Ave., Chicago IL 60657 (Owners), requesting a variance (Section V. B. 12.28-7: which states that non-conforming structures which encroach upon the yard requirements of this ordinance, but which met yard requirements of the applicable zoning ordinance at the time of construction, may be structurally enlarged or expanded if the existing structure is located at least fifty (50) percent of the minimum setback requirement and further provided that the alteration does not create a greater degree of encroachment on yard, height, parking, loading, or access requirements in the R-4 Urban Single-Family Residential District) to construct a 15’ x 15’ screen room addition onto the north side of an existing non-conforming residence, which is located 4.30 feet (required setback 10 feet) from the side property line and 12.49 feet (required setback 30 feet) from the street property line on Tax Parcel #67-4-120-361-1771, Northeast ¼ Section 36, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this property is located on the north side of 121st Street at the intersection of 219th Avenue.
Rita Mirman was present. Staff did not have any concerns of the request. Commissioner Baker moved to approve, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 5-0.

2. TRENT J. TOBIAS, 10411 256th Avenue, PO Box 153, Trevor WI 53179 (Owner), requesting a variance (Section V. A. 12.27-6(d): which states that detached accessory structures shall be located in the side or rear yard only in the R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District) to construct a 50’ x 30’ detached accessory structure to be located in the street yard (side or rear yard required) on Tax Parcel #66-4-120-271-0220, Northeast ¼ Section 27, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this property is located on the east side of 256th Avenue approximately 0.2 miles south of intersection with CTH “AH” (103rd Street).
Trent Tobias was present. Mr. Tobias gave staff and commission a hand out of proposed out building, pictures of wet areas of property. Commissioner Melind moved to approve, second by Commissioner Baker. Motion carried 4-1. Commissioner Hinze votes nay.

3. Approve minutes from regular meeting held on March 27th, 2013.
Moved to approve by Commissioner Hinze, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 4-0-1. Chairperson Breunig abstained, not present 3-27-13.

4. Commissioner’s Comments.
Plan Commission suggests recommending to Salem Town Board a placement of a park sign and/or a street sign with an arrow point towards Yaws landing. Mr. Zautcke stated this may need to be recommended by the Park Commission.

Commissioner Baker moved to adjourn, second by Commissioner Melind. Meeting adjourned 6:31 pm.
