Town of Salem Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting
July 24th, 2013
Minutes


Chairperson Breunig and Commissioners Dumalski, Fotsch, Gandt, and Hinze were present. 
Commissioners Baker and Melind were excused. Staff: Land and Development Coordinator, Bradly Zautcke, Secretary, Eileene Anderson, Town Planner, Pat Meehan and P & Z Liaisons, Supervisors Culat and Faber were also present.
Meeting called to order at 6:01pm. 
Public Hearing opened at 6:02 pm.

1.  PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED ACTIONS TO BE CONSIDERED BY THE TOWN OF SALEM PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION REGARDING:

(A)	Amend A Park and Open Space Plan for the Town of Salem: 2020 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 275 dated March 2005) and also as amendments to both the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Salem: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning report No. 306 dated March 2010 as amended) and A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 (as documented in SEWRPC Community Assistance Planning Report No. 299 dated April 2010 as amended) relating to the addition of a proposed Community Park site to be located on separate land areas within proximity of each other (between Center Lake on the west and STH 83 on the east) and linked by trail facilities-thereby functioning as one Community Park.

	(B)	With respect to a portion of Tax Key Parcel Number 66‑4‑120‑233‑0300:
I.	Amend Map 23, Page 115; Map 24, Page 116; Map 25, Page 117; and Appendix C, Map 8.6, Page 307; of the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Salem: 2035 indicating a change from its current Land Use District designation of "NB Neighborhood Business”, “A-1 Agricultural Preservation”, “R-8 Medium-Density Urban Residential”, and “R-3 Suburban/Estate Single-Family Residential” to “PR-1 Park and Recreational”. 
II.	Amend Maps 101, Page 650; Map 102, Page 651; and Map 79, Page 384; of A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 indicating a change from its current Land Use District designation of "NB Neighborhood Business”, “A-1 Agricultural Preservation”, “R-8 Medium-Density Urban Residential”, and “R-3 Suburban/Estate Single-Family Residential” to “PR-1 Park and Recreational”. 
III. 	Amend Map 65, Page 340 of A Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County: 2035 indicating a change from its current Land Use District designation “Commercial” and “Medium-Density Residential” to “Park and Recreation”. If approved, the planned use designation would be consistent with the planned use of the parcel.
Brief presentation by Pat Meehan and Bradly Zautcke.
Resident Carol Husnick asked about the use of the property and expressed concerns about the property being “park property”. 
Fred Brown, owner of the adjacent property, asked for clarification of the rezoning process and the possible effect it may have on the remaining portion of the property.

2.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON RESOLUTION 13-07-24; A RESOLUTION APPROVING  AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN OF SALEM PARK AND OPEN SPACE PLAN: 2020; AND AMENDMENTS TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: 2035 FOR THE TOWN OF SALEM; AND AMENDMENTS TO THE MULTI-JURISTICTIONAL COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: 2035 FOR KENOSHA COUNTY.
Commissioner Fotsch moved to approve Resolution 13-07-24, second by Commissioner Gandt. Roll call vote: Fotsch; aye, Gandt; aye, Hinze; aye, Dumalski; Aye Breunig; Aye Motion carried 5-0.

 3.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON A REQUEST TO REZONE A PORTION OF TAX PARCEL NUMBER 66-4-120-233-0300 FROM A-1 (AGRICULTURAL PRESERVATION DISTRICT) AND C-1(LOWLAND CONSERVANCY DISTRICT) TO PR-1 (PARK & RECREATIONAL DISTRICT) and C-1  (LOWLAND CONSERVANCY DISTRICT).
Commissioner Dumalski moved to approve as stated, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Roll call vote: Dumalski; aye, Fotsch; aye, Gandt; aye, Hinze; aye, Breunig; aye Motion carried 5-0.

4. STEPHEN L. & SUSAN E. KIRK, 11903 223rd Avenue, Bristol WI 53104 (Owner), requesting a variance (Section IV. C. 12.21-4(g)1: that any structure shall be located at least (30) feet from the right-of-way of all other roads, Section V. A. 12.27-6(f): that any detached accessory structure shall be at least (10) feet from the principal structure and Section IV. C. 12.21-4(g)2: that any structure be located at least (75) feet from the ordinary high water mark of any navigable water in the R-4 Urban Single-Family Residential District.) to construct a detached garage to be located 7.9’ (required setback 30’) from the right-of-way of 223rd Avenue, to be located 6’ (required separation distance 10’) from the principal structure, and 59’ (required setback 75’) from the ordinary high water mark of Lake Shangri-La on Tax Key Parcel # 67-4-120-361-2130, Northeast ¼ Section 36, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem. For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the east side of 223rd Avenue approximately 300 feet south of the intersection with 118th Street.
Mr. and Mrs. Kirk were present. 
Commissioner Dumalski move to approve with the conditions of fire wall per the State of Wisconsin building requirements and any required approvals to be obtained from the WDNR, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 5-0.

5. MICHAEL G. & DIENE M. AISBET, 11775 231ST Court, Trevor WI 53179 (Owner), Chuck Haling, 39736 N. Pearl Street, Antioch IL 60002 (Agent), requesting a variance (Section III. K. 12.17-5: that all pools shall be installed in the rear-yard in the R-4 Urban Single-Family Residential District) to construct an in-ground pool to be located in the street yard (required rear yard location) on Tax Key Parcel #67-4-120-362-0355, Northwest ¼ Section 36, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the east side of 231st Court approximately 500 feet north of the intersection with 119th Street.
Chuck Haling, Premier Pools and Spas was present on behalf of Mr. and Mrs. Aisbet. 
Commissioner Dumalski moved to approve, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 5-0.

6.  Approve minutes from regular meeting held on April 24th and special meeting held on May 13th, 2013.
Commissioner Hinze moved to approve minutes April 24, 2013, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 4-0 Commissioner Dumalski abstained (not present 4-24-13).
Commissioner Fotsch moved to approve minutes May 13, 2013, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 3-0 Commissioners Dumalski and Hinze abstained (not present 5-13-13).

7. Discussion, nomination and possible action on the selection of a Commissioner to serve as the Salem Planning and Zoning Chairman for a one year term.
Commissioner Gandt nominated Commissioner Dumalski to serve as chair. Commissioner Dumalski accepted. Plan Commission Secretary asked three times if there were any other nominations. No other nominations were made. Vote 3-0, Commissioner Fotsch abstained, Chairperson Breunig did not vote.
