Meeting called to order at 6:00 pm.
Chairman Dumalski and Commissioners Baker, Gandt, Hinze, and Fotsch were present.
Commissioners Breunig and Melind were excused.
Also present was staff members Land and Development Coordinator, Bradly Zautcke and Plan Commission secretary, Eileene Anderson. Supervisor Culat, Plan Commission liaison was present at 6:14 pm.
Chairman Dumalski stated a full commission was not present. Two applicants were present and chose to proceed with the Commission present. 

1. LIBERTY CEMETERY ASSOCIATION, JOHN SCHULTZ (agent), Conditional Use permit to allow for an addition to Liberty Cemetery, PO Box 183, Salem WI 53168 (Owner) in the I-1 (Institutional District) on Tax Parcel #66-4-120-261-0301 located in the east 1/2 of Section 26, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only, this property is located on the east side of STH 83 (Antioch Road) approximately 0.23 miles south of the intersection with CTH C (Wilmot Road).
Mr. Schultz and Mr. Jackley were present.
Commissioner Gandt moved to approve, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 5-0.

1. CHARLES MINOGUE & JAMES M. MINOGUE, PO Box 488, Walland TN 37886 (Owner), Gene Zell, 119 East Noel Avenue, Madisonville KY 42431 (agent), requesting approval of a Temporary Use Permit (Section VII. B. 12.36-5(a)5: which states that all temporary uses require the Board of Adjustments to hear and grant an application in any district) to temporarily operate a seasonal pumpkin and fall harvest activities operation in the A-1 (Agricultural Preservation District) on Tax Parcel #65-4-120-043-0302, Southwest ¼ Section 4, Township1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For information purposes only this parcel is located on the north side of STH 50 (75 Street) approximately 0.7 miles east of the intersection with CTH B (288th Avenue).
There was not anyone present for this request. Applicant spoke with Town of Salem Town Clerk stating the withdrawal of this application. Mr. Zautcke asked that the request to withdraw be sent in writing. Land Coordinator has not received that request at the time of the meeting.
Commissioner Hinze moved to deny, second by Commissioner Baker. Motion carried, request was denied 5-0.

1. LAWRENCE A. SHORT, 22840 128 Street, Bristol WI 53104 (Owner), Ken Dahlin, Genesis Architecture, 6929 Mariner Drive, Racine WI 53406 (Agent), requesting a variance (Section IV. C. 12.21-4(g)1: which states that all structures shall be no less than 30 feet from the right-of-way of all other roads and Section IV. C. 12.21-4(g)3: which states that all structures shall be no less than 10 feet from any side property line in the R-4 Urban Single-Family Residential District) to construct a 33’ x 24’ attached garage and covered porch onto the east side of an existing non-conforming residence, to be located 6.5’ (required setback 30 feet) from the right-of-way of 128th Street and 4.8’ (required setback 10 feet) from the north side property line on Tax Key Parcel #67-4-120-363-0240, Southwest ¼ Section 36, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the west side of 128th Street approximately 400 feet west of the intersection with 228th Avenue.
Mr. Short and his agent Mr. Dahlin were present Discussion with Commissioners, concerns of lot line, fire department access, and winter snow plowing. Commissioner Baker stated there was not a hardship proven. 
Commissioner Baker motioned to deny, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried, request was denied 5-0.
