Town of Salem Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting
Minutes
November 19, 2014

Meeting Called to order at 6 pm.
Chairman Hinze and Commissioners Breunig, Baker, Fotsch, and Sommer were present. Commissioners Melind and Gandt were excused. Also present was Supervisor Culat, P & Z Liaison, Brad Zautcke, P & Z Coordinator, and Eileene Anderson, Plan Commission Secretary.
Notice of full commission not present was given by Chairman Hinze. There were no objections.
Agenda Items 1 and 2 were moved to be heard after agenda item 6. No objections were stated from Commissioners, staff or public.

1. PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED ACTIONS TO BE CONSIDERED BY THE TOWN OF SALEM PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION REGARDING:

Lois Lasco (owners) and Linda Tiso (agent) have submitted a request to change the planned land use designation of a parcel, on the south side of State Highway ‘50’ approximately 4,100 feet east of County Highway ‘B’, Tax Parcel # 65-4-120-092-0202, from “Agricultural Preservation District” (A-1) and “Environmental Corridor Overlay” to “General Agricultural District” (A-2) and “Environmental Corridor Overlay” on the Land Use Plan Map 23 (Phase 1) 2008-2025, adopted by the Town Board as part of the comprehensive plan.
Public Hearing Opened at 6:25 pm. Lois Lasco and Linda Tiso were present to speak in favor of the amendment. There was no one was present to speak against the amendment. Public Hearing closed at 6:35 pm.

1. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON RESOLUTION 14-11-19; A RESOLUTION APPROVING  AN AMENDMENT TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR THE TOWN OF SALEM: 2035, ON TAX PARCEL # 65-4-120-092-0202. 
Lois Lasco and Linda Tiso were present. Commissioner Fotsch Moved to approve Resolution 14-11-19 as presented, second by Commissioner Baker. 5-0 motion carried.

1. JAMES & ELIZABETH ASHMUS, 6914 156th Avenue, Bristol, WI 53104 (owner), Joe Kukla, 5818 Broadway, Richmond, IL 60071 (agent), requesting a variance (Section IV. H. 12.26-1.7(d)1b: fill shall extend for at least 15 feet beyond the limits of the structure in the R-5 Urban Single-Family Residential District) to construct a 40' x 82’ single-family residence with an attached garage and to backfill 10 feet beyond the limit of the structure on the north side on Tax Parcel # 66-4-120-212-0695, Northwest 1/4 Section 21, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the east side of 273rd Avenue approximately 60 feet north of the intersection with 274th Avenue.
Joe Kukla, agent for Ashmus, was present. Neighbors had been consulted. Mr. Kukla stated extreme precautions will be taken to divert the water from flowing onto the property to the west. Mr. Zautcke said there were no concerns from staff. Mr. Kukla stated this variance was previously applied for and approved by the Plan Commission and Town Board with  the previous owner. Commissioner Breunig moved to approve, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 5-0. 

1. Approval of minutes from the October 22, 2014 meeting.
Chairman Hinze moved to approve, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 2-0-3 (Commissioners Baker Breunig, and Sommer abstained, not present 10/22/14)

1. Approval of 2015 Planning and Zoning meeting calendar.
Chairman Hinze recommended approval of calendar as presented with the exception of changing October’s meeting to the 21st, second by Commissioner Breunig. Recommendation accepted 5-0.

1. Commissioner’s Comments.
Chairman Hinze and Commission requested that the Town Board consider removing or moving the sound system board under the Commissioner’s table. 

1. Adjournment.
Commissioner Breunig moved to adjourn, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Meeting adjourned 6:40 pm 5-0.
