1. TAX INCREMENTAL DISTRICT NO. 1 PUBLIC HEARING: Public Hearing regarding the proposed project plan, boundaries and creation of Tax Incremental District No. 1.
Public Hearing opened at 6:01pm. There were no comments made. Public Hearing closed 6:05 pm.

1. TAX INCREMENTAL DISTRICT NO. 1 RESOLUTION: Consideration of “Resolution Designating Proposed Boundaries and Approving a Project Plan for Tax Incremental District No. 1, Town of Salem, Wisconsin”.

TOWN OF SALEM, 28733 Wilmot Road, Trevor, WI 53179 (owner), requesting variances (Section IV.F. 12.24-2(g)2), all structures shall be located not less than 75 feet from the ordinary high water mark,  variance requested is for a shore-yard setback of 59 feet, and (Section IV.F. 12.24-2(g)3), all structures shall be located not less than 40 feet from a side property line, variance requested is for a side-yard setback of 29 feet, to construct a 10’ X 11’ utility accessory building on Tax Parcel # 65-4-120-164-0100, Southeast 1/4 Section 16, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the south side of 91st Place at the intersection with 269th Avenue.

Discussion of Master Sewer Plan and lift station upgrade took place.

TOWN OF SALEM, 28733 Wilmot Road, Trevor, WI 53179 (owner), requesting a variance (Section IV.C. 12.21-4(g)2), all structures shall be located not less than 75 feet from the ordinary high water mark,  variance requested is for a shore-yard setback of 19 feet, to construct a 10’ X 10’ utility accessory building, on Tax Parcel # 65-4-120-113-0410, Southwest 1/4 Section 11, Township 1 North, Range 20 East, Town of Salem.  For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the south side of 82nd Street approximately 320 feet east of the intersection with 249th Avenue.

Discussion of Master Sewer Plan and lift station upgrade took place. Cindy Przlomski of 24805 82nd Street was present. At the present time there is not an above ground building for this lift station. Ms. Przlomski discussed concerns of loosing her view of the lake. Staff will take concerns in consideration.

For informational purposes only this parcel is located on the east side of Antioch Road (STH 83) approximately 480 feet north of the intersection with 112th Street.
