Meeting called to order 6:00 pm. Chairman Hinze and Commissioners, Breunig, Fotsch, Gandt, Melind, and Sommer were present. Commissioner Baker was excused. Also present were Land Use Coordinator, Brad Zautcke and Plan Commission Secretary, Eileene Anderson.
 
1. HICKORY HOLLOW SUBDIVISION HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC. Corry Barsella, President & Shelly Adams, Vice President requesting the FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS FOR HICKORY HOLLOW SUBDIVISION, regarding vehicular storage. 
Corry Barsella, President 23900 116th Place and Shelly Adams, Vice President 24010 116th Place were present. Both Mr. Barsella and Ms. Adams spoke on and reviewed the request.
Discussion of request took place.

*Kim Erber, 11802 242nd Ave was present to speak against the request. Ms. Erber spoke of concerns of the voting procedures, wording possibly different than the Town of Salem ordinance (cited) 474.3 (b). and other concerns that should be addressed within the homeowners association.
*Lynn Coburn 24011 117th Place was present to speak against the request. Ms. Coburn spoke of concerns of maintaining Kenosha County setback regulations, and other issues that should be addressed within the homeowners association.
*Nicole Pietschman, 24019 117th Place was present to speak against the request. Ms. Pietschman spoke of concerns of the voting procedures.
*Paul Bounds, 24009 117th Place was present to speak against the request. Mr. Bounds spoke of concerns with the voting procedures and other concerns that should be addressed within the homeowners association. 
*Amber Lucas, 11703 242nd Ave was present to speak in favor of the request. 
*Carrie Mueller, 11827 242nd Ave was present to speak in favor of the request. 
*Dave Eckel, 11722 242nd Ave was present to speak against the request. Mr. Eckel spoke of concerns of the voting procedures and procedures of the homeowner’s association.
*John Lucas, 11703 242nd Court was present to speak in favor of the request.

Mr. Zautcke called attention to the last “WHEREAS” statement; “ Whereas, the owners of at least 75% of the residential lots have executed the following amendments to the restrictive covenants which have been approved by the Salem Town Board and Kenosha County;”
Mr. Zautcke stated by filing the amendment the applicants had certified that at least 75% of the subdivision’s residential lots were in-favor of the amendment.  The applicants were required to certify the vote, sign and record the amendment.  Applicants certified that 38 lots were in-favor of the amendment and 4 against. Mr. Zautcke pointed out paragraph 2 that states if in conflict the Town of Salem ordinances supersede the covenants;
“All lot owners shall be subject to Town Ordinances and applicable state and federal laws, as may be amended from time to time. The requirements under Town Ordinances are not stated herein and, therefore, it shall be the sole responsibility of every lot owner to understand and insure compliance with Town Ordinances as the same may be amended from time to time. In the event of a conflict between the provisions of this Amendment and the Town ordinances and the Town ordinance is stricter than the provision contained herein, the Town ordinance shall control.”

Commissioner Breunig moved to approve, second by Commissioner Gandt. Motion carried 6-0.

2. Approval of minutes from the April 22, 2015 meeting.
Commissioner Melind moved to approve, second by Commissioner Fotsch. Motion carried 5-0-1 (Commissioner Breunig abstained, not present 4-22-15).

4. Adjournment.
Commissioner Sommer moved to adjourned, second by Commissioner Breunig  6-0. Meeting adjourned 6:53 pm.
